IDENTIFICATION  Travel within USA  All airlines will ask for identification when 

you check-in. It is recommended that you carry a passport if you have one. A 

driver's license (with a photo I.D.) is also acceptable for domestic flights.  

 

IDENTIFICATION  

Passports are required for this tour at your expense.  Certain countries require a 

minimum of 6 months passport validity.  You are strongly u rged to contact the 

appropriate consulate for details.

IMPORTANT: We recommend that our clients traveling abroad take a photocopy 

of their passport and applicable visas. It should be packed separately from your 

actual passport and visa.
